THE ARCHIVES OF 
BOURGOGNE’S WINE 
HOUSES UNVEILED!

In 2020, the Appartelier gallery asked French street artists to 
create works based around the theme of wine.

Previously delayed by the Covid lockdowns, the exhibition will 
finally take place in spring 2024 within the Cité des Climats 
et vins de Bourgogne in Beaune.

This exhibition and sale will present around thirty works, brin-
ging together sculptures, canvases, panels, small and large 
formats.

The artists: Petite Poissone, Miss Tic, Levalet, Le Cyklop, C215, 
Jérome Mesnager, Ardif, Speedy Graphito, Nanan.

The selection will be an eclectic one, presenting the multiple 
techniques and styles that form the richness of the street art 
movement.

For more than a year, photo-journalist and au-
thor-photographer Michel Joly set out to meet 
winegrowers and document the evolution of 
their profession in the face of climate change. 
Among their primary concerns, frost, drought 
and the withering of vines were mentioned, as 
well as the urgency of adaptation, biodiversity and 
sustainable development. From these meetings 
came a photographic work of which Michel Joly 
wanted to exhibit an extract for the Cité. This is 
one of 30 features produced by the collective “Le 
Bal des Rejetons”.
